Dear Prayer Supporters, (June 22)

We got the results of the blood work and it showed an improvement in some of the key factors. Slight as they were we take heart that they are in the right direction. With this comes the waiting. It would be best that the exams be done again, so they have been scheduled for the 6th and 20th of July. If they too are in the right direction we are good to go for our return to Brazil. So Nancy worked hard in changing our tickets and got them changed to the 15 of August -  we pay only the fee for changing the date. 

The doctor took me off one other medicine to help preserve the remaining kidney. So from here on out it will be a play off between diet and medication as to how long we can put off dialysis.

So a lot to pray about. I also have the list courses to teach at the Institute - Greek-Portuguese combination and Angelology.

I am thankful to the Lord for Nancy all that she is doing. And we are thankful to the Lord for each of you as you pray and support us in our endeavor to serve the Lord.
Dear Prayer Supporters, (July 10)
You know, when you have really good news you can't wait to get it out.
Well, since the report was not that great I didn't get in a rush. Sorry about the delay. We got the doctor's report and he believes that I am stable.
That makes us feel better. We have to have more information about potassium so at least the eating part does all the good it can. It is very difficult though as potassium doesn't always appear on the labels. We go to see a dietitian the 19th of July so maybe we can get some help with what can been done with diet.
 Our plans go forward for our return to Brazil in August. Pray for getting things packed and for working on classes for the Institute.
I (Dave) hurt my back (doing next to nothing) so pray that it can recuperate. 
August 10

Dave is the one who is doing the packing - and has two completely finished.  Because we are taking things back for the guest house (hoses for the washing machine), Lucy, Andrew, and ourselves we are taking at least six suitcases.   Pray that Dave's back won't be hurt further while he does the packing.  We are about half done with the packing. We will have excess baggage so please pray that it all makes it well (and as always – that we have no trouble in customs). 
Well, the butterflies are up and about. The various blood exams were done and we have been told that I am stable (for one that has this kidney problem).  So we return to Brazil the August 15th at 8:45 PM from Charlotte, NC .  We arrive in Rio at 7:30 AM and wait for our flight out to Fortaleza which leaves at 6:14 PM arriving in Fortaleza at 9:25 PM.  We have all three girls and their families with us for the weekend before leaving.
We ”hit the ground running” as school will have already started.  However, I need to see our doctor there in Fortaleza as soon as possible and get some exams done, so pray that all will work out. The exams are to establish there in Brazil how I am doing - to check for any change in the tumors that are in the remaining kidney, and for any change in the blood work.  We made an appointment with the kidney doctor for August 22nd.   We have emailed the last three lab results to the doctor in Brazil.  This gives us time to do an ultrasound before we to the doctor.
