As  I write this, Jerry is a long way from home.  He is “studying” in the land of Israel.  Actually, he (we) have often talked of making a trip to Israel.  It worked out for him to go with a group at this time, on a ten-day trip, June 6-16.  It will be exciting to hear of all the places he was able to see, and the impact it has on his life,  especially as he teaches Old and New Testament Survey and Bible Geography at Antioch Bible Institute.  Pray for safety and health for the group during these days of travel.

Angie is here in Brazil with us at this time—until August 4, to be exact.  After three years of being away from the intensity of continuous Portuguese speaking, she admitted that her tongue occasionally gets a little bit “tangled up” in the Portuguese!  But it seems she’s doing ok!  She taught a ladies Bible study this week, and next week she begins a seven-week Sunday school class of adolescent girls!  Pray for opportunities to impact these girls’ lives during these weeks, as well as other ministries she will be involved in.  She returns to the USA on August 4, to prepare for her third and senior year at Cornerstone Bible Institute, starting August 22.  

May 28, 2011, marked the “emocionante” (emotionally heart-thrilling) Graduation Ceremonies of Antioch Bible Institute!  This ceremony always touches us as the “icing on the cake” when we think of the value and mission of the Antioch Bible Institute.  Seeing the seven students graduate this year makes us realize that the “blood, sweat, and tears” we exert for the past three or  four years are all worth it!  

It’s especially exciting to see that all seven are already immersed in full-time Christian service.  Jocileu (Segundo) and Alexandra are pastoring a local church near us; Valdim and Jailma have begun working with an American missionary and another Brazilian pastor in a new church plant. 

 The single ladies—Ana Lidia, Charliane, and Lia—are all teaching Bible Classes in the local public schools! It was a thrill to hear Ana Lidia say recently how she absolutely loves that ministry and how extremely worthwhile it is to teach Bible lessons to 3 and 4-year olds.  The teachers even notice improvement in the children’s behavior and study habits.  Then, she was overwhelmed when another teacher asked her, “Why don’t you teach any other age group besides pre-school?” (Well, because the Director only asked her to teach that group).  But the teacher was adamant in her desire for Ana Lidia to teach Bible to her class—the class of twelve-year-olds!  So starting next semester, she has another age group to minister to.  Pray that there will be fruit in these lives—the children, the teachers, and families as well!  Teaching  Bible classes in the public schools is a WIDE-OPEN DOOR in Brazil, and  it is producing much fruit.  Pray for continual open doors and more teachers available and prepared for this ministry.

Thanks so much for your part in our lives and ministry.  There are those who plant, those who water, and those who harvest.  Your prayers and faithful support definitely are a crucial part in this harvest field!
