John 4:35  “Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then cometh harvest? behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are white already to harvest.”

This semester all of our Antioch Bible Institute are teaching Good News Clubs as part of their Christian Service requirements.  God has already opened the harvest fields for some of them! In communities like this one, after a Bible class has started, the local religious leader will come around to warn the people to stay away from the BELIEVERS, which often ends the class. The girls were excited about their club, so PRAY that the door will remain open!
PRAY for more awareness of opportunities to share the Gospel message!  Last week Jerry went to get a haircut, and his barber commented how really worried he was about the “global warming” situation.   According to this “theory,” we have ten years left and the world will burn up!  Jerry shared with him that the world will not burn up until God determines it, and the thing he needs  to worry about is his soul and where he will spend eternity!  Wow, we are living in the last days!  We truly need to “redeem the time, because the days are evil.” (Eph. 5:16).
Bev met a teenager (at the hairdresser!) whom she had discipled a few years ago.  Miriam has lost interest in the Word and Christian fellowship, even if it was her conversion that brought her parents back to the Lord!  Miriam was interested in doing a Bible study, and after one lesson in the “Milk for New Christians” series, she admitted she did not have assurance of her salvation.  However, she wanted to go home and think about it, rather than responding right then to God’s challenge!  She hasn’t returned for the second lesson.  Pray for her, and others with whom we have contact! 
The month of March brings a new impact to our Antioch Bible Institute as well as to our family!  From March 11-29, Pastor Wayne Johnson, from Hutchinson, Kansas, along with another friend of ours, Russ Willems, will be here.
