I have been in here in the USA for a little over two weeks now.  On Wednesday, October 5, I received word from one of my sisters that my mom, Wanda Teichroew, was doing very poorly healthwise, and that possibly her time left here with us on earth was uncertain, and if I wanted to spend time with her, I needed to come as soon as possible.

God was very good to help me get on a flight the next afternoon, Thursday the 6th, (Angie's 22nd birthday!); and I finally arrived in Billings, Montana, on Friday evening the 7th, after an uneventful, but exhausting 30-hour flight.

It has been very good to spend some time every other day, or so, with Mom.  It's been good, too, spending time with my brother and his family, as well as a little time with my sisters.  Patrice and Angie were here with us for a 48-hour weekend, and that was wonderful!  I am hoping and praying I will be able to see them again before I return to Brazil.

Mom seems to be holding her own at the moment.  She has very minimal pain, but is very tired and weary--she says she is "worn out."   She does not do much conversation; mostly she responds with "yes, no, I don't know,"--though in the last couple days, has given more detailed answers to questions.   It appears she is not remembering a lot of things anymore.  She sleeps a lot, though not always well at night, and she eats and drinks almost nothing.  She is ready to meet the Lord, and basically has nothing left in this world to wait around for, after 92 years!  We want her to be able to go peacefully and not be in any great pain during this time.  

Pray for wisdom in using my time wisely during these days here in the USA.  I have a return flight to Brazil marked for November 3.  I don't know if Mom will still be with us then, or if she will have been privileged to move on to Heaven before I leave.  Pray for God's will for her life at this time, and for me during my stay here in the USA.

Thanks for your prayers and your concern for us.  Pray for strength and grace, and good health, for my family (Jerry, Melissa, and Jared) in Brazil, as they are "holding the fort" there without me.  Also, for Patrice and Angie at Cornerstone Bible Institute in Hot Springs, South Dakota.
